From Points North 

Rochester (estimated driving time 1 1/2 hours)

1.  Travel south on I-390 to Rt-36 (Exit 4 Dansville/Hornell). 

2.  Turn right onto Rt-36 south. 

3.  Merge onto Rt-17/I-86 west (toward Jamestown) to Exit 33 Almond. Turn right off the 

ramp. 

4.  Turn right at the light onto Rt-21. 

5.  Continue on Rt-21 to the blinker light. 

6.  Turn right onto Rt-244. 

7.  Continue straight on this road (do not take Rt-244 when it forks to the right). 

8.  Continue through the traffic light and the business block. 

9.  Turn left through the stone pillars onto Saxon Dr. 

10.  Continue up the hill passing Herrick Library on the left and the Brick Residence Hall on the 

right. 

11.  Take the first left passing the Saxon Inn on the right and turn left into the Alumni Hall 

(Admissions and Financial Aid) parking lot where visitor parking is available. Parking 

passes for prospective students should be obtained at the main desk in the lobby. 

Buffalo (estimated driving time 2 hours)

3.  Follow Rt-16 to Rt-39 east. 

4.  Travel east on Rt-39 to Rt-98. 

5.  Continue south on Rt-98 to Rt-243. 

6.  Take Rt-243 to Rt-19. 

7.  Continue south on Rt-19 to Rt-244 in Belmont. 

8.  Turn left on Rt-244 to Alfred. 

9.  Turn right at the bottom of the hill past a series of apartment complexes. 

10.  Continue through the traffic light and the business block.

4.  Continue on Rt-21 to the blinker light. 

5.  Turn right onto Rt-244. 

6.  Continue straight on this road (do not take Rt-244 when it forks to the right). 

7.  Continue through the traffic light and the business block. 

8.  Turn left through the stone pillars onto Saxon Dr.

Getting to Geneseo
 
Car Travel 
 
It's easy to reach Geneseo by car via Route 20A or New York State 
Routes 63 and 39, all of which pass through the village. New York State 
Thruway (U.S. 90) exits 46 and 48 are about 20 miles north of Geneseo 
at Rochester and Batavia. 
 
From the west: 
 
Take the New York State Thruway to Batavia Exit 48; Route 63 South to 
Geneseo for approximately 20 miles; bear left at fork after traffic light 
(toward 20A); turn left at stop sign, onto 20A; first left at stop light onto 
Main Street (Route 39); see continued directions below.
